origin. The latter knowledge is used for the
production of medicinal-therapeutic hon-
eys, and obtaining a license from the Food

and Drug Organization is in process. This
knowledge was obtained in cooperation with
Dr. Saneei, assistant professor of the Faculty
of Life Sciences and Biotechnology, the Food
and Drug Organization, and universities of
medical sciences in the country.

Dr. Ahmadreza Mehrabian, in cooperation
with the Institute of Standards and Industrial
Research of Iran and its Tehran Branch, has
managed to record extensive achievements
in drafting and writing national and inter-
national laws and standards in the field of
bee products. In addition, he has proposed
the establishment of a bee products research
center in Shahid Beheshti University in co-
operation with a team of prominent research-
ers of the country, which is in the process of
being approved. Among his needs-oriented
activities with regard to communication with
the industry in the field of bee products are
cooperating with the Food and Drug Orga-
nization, private companies, beekeepers and

with specialized analyzes.”

Dr. Talebi, head of the laboratory of the
Faculty of Life Sciences and Biotechnology,
pointed out the importance of the foregoing
research and stated: “Pharmaceutical indus-
tries are trying to use natural and therapeu-
tic honey in the production of medicines,
so the honey industry can help the phar-
maceutical industry, and honey can be used
in many ways as a supplement to chemical
drugs. Therefore, determining the therapeu-
tic power of honeys across the country can
help the pharmaceutical industry in times of
crisis, such as the shortage of antibiotics and
some other drugs.”

‘Stability of Structures: Buckling and Postbuckling’
published

The book “Stability of Structures: Buckling and
Postbuckling” composed by Dr. Seyed Amir Mah-
di Ghannadpour, associate professor of the Faculty
of New Technologies and Aerospace Engineering of
Shahid Beheshti University, and Mahdi Shakeri has
been published recently by SBU Press in 266 pages.
This work, which is a brief and useful summary
of the arguments and concepts of structural stabili-
ty that lie behind the formulas and standards written
with the aim of strengthening the lines of communi-
cation between the analyst and the designer, makes
the designer obtain the necessary information in
facing buckling problems and have the ability to pre-
dict buckling problems in his/her structural designs
by studying and understanding the relevant back-
ground. One of the main goals of the book is also to
acquaint postgraduate students of mechanical, civil
and aerospace engineering with the world of struc-
tural stability, so that they can learn the basic concepts
in buckling and postbuckling of columns and plates
and can have the ability to solve advanced problems

of structural stability and behavior analysis.

The first chapter of the book is dedicated to ex-
plaining the concept of balance and stability and in-
troducing the phenomenon of buckling. This chapter
discusses the basic concepts for understanding the
issues as well as the prerequisites for examining the
concepts of stability. The &
second chapter investigates
the buckling of columns in
different perspectives and
with different boundary °
conditions. It uses various
approaches and criteria to
examine the buckling of
columns. The next chapter
explains the buckling and
post-buckling of plates
with different approaches,
and in addition to deriv-
ing and solving equilibri-
um and stability equations,
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past to the present. Therefore, the translators have
also attempted to provide an accurate and readable
translation of the book while maintaining this su-
periority, and have added some useful and practical
points and explanations to the text to make the con-
tent more understandable and concrete for students,
researchers and professors in the fields of breeding,
biotechnology and plant molecular biology.
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presents estimation methods for solving problems. The
final chapter presents and solves new and advanced
non-linear problems of plates by different numerical
and semi-analytical methods. One of the goals of this
chapter is to provide combined solutions to solve sta-
bility problems and create a clear mindset to solve new
problems.

Dr. Ahmad Reza Mehrabian in a conversation
with Public Relations Office of Shahid Be-
heshti University:

Honey quality control, plant origin anal-
ysis, and honey and pollen rating based on
modern national and international standards

Dr. Ahmed Reza Mehrabian is a faculty
member of Shahid Beheshti University’s Fac-
ulty of Life Sciences and Biotechnology and
the CEO of Arman Shahd Arian Company
(located in the Science and Technology Park
of the university). He is the author/translator
of eleven books, the most prominent of which
are “Principles of Ecological Restoration of
Plants: Reconstruction of Plant Habitats to
Reintroduction of Plant Species”, “Principles
of Plant Conservation: Challenges and Meth-
ods”, and “A review on Phytogeography of
Iran: A Conservation Approach” He is also the
author of the first Iranian pollen atlas (forth-
coming), more than 60 international and na-
tional scientific articles and eight scientific
maps in the field of botany and plant conser-
vation. Dr. Mehrabian is a supervisory mem-
ber in three food standard writing committees
of Iran’s National Standards Organization, a
member of the corresponding committee of
bee products, as well as two supervisory com-
mittees on flower pollen and honey of the In-
ternational Organization for Standardization
(ISO). Among his most important scientific
actions are the establishment of a special-
ized laboratory for pollinology as well as the
registration of two patents in the field of bee
products and the establishment of a knowl-
edge-based company for authentication, rat-
ing and quality control of honey and pollen
and production of bee products. Below, you
will read part of our interview with him:

e Would you please talk about the top-
ic our discussion, i.e., “quality control and
rating of honey for promotion, export, cre-

ation of a national brand and improvement
of the society’s health.”

When we talk about honey, we should know
that honey has a certain scientific definition.
The Codex Alimentarius Commission, one of
the key international food regulatory bodies
and one of the subgroups of the World Food
and Agriculture Organization, has defined
honey as follows: “Honey is the natural sweet
substance produced by honey bees from the
nectar of plants or from secretions of living
parts of plants or excretions of plant sucking
insects on the living parts of plants, which
the bees collect, transform by combining with
specific substances of their own, deposit, de-
hydrate, store and leave in the honey comb
to ripen and mature.” Unfortunately, there are
major false beliefs in the field of honey. In the
world, three different substances are offered
as honey. One of these is fake honey which is
made with artificial ingredients such as glu-
cose and industrial sugar products and is sold
in the market with the addition of color and
essence. This substance is not the result of bee
activity in any way and is not considered hon-
ey and is considered a symbol of pure fraud
and its use is extremely harmful for humans.
Another type of honey is semi-natural (nu-
tritional or natural-nutritional) honey. This
honey is produced by artificially feeding bees
with natural or artificial sweeteners and, of
course, in some cases, a percentage of feeding
with flower nectar. The nutritional and me-
dicinal value of this type is much lower than
real honey. Natural or real honey is the honey
that bees produce by using the nectar of the
flower throughout their feeding period.

o How is it possible to distinguish these
types of honey for the common consumer
who does not have much to do with biolo-
gy and specialized matters in this field? Is
there a way to make this possible for ordi-
nary people, or does this knowledge have to

be achieved in a laboratory?

Of course, a series of characteristics of hon-
ey such as smell, taste, color and texture can
be understood by the five senses (sensory or
organoleptic analyses), but it requires an ex-

tremely high experience. Even professional
beekeepers sometimes have trouble distin-
guishing real honey. For this reason, it is not
possible for everyone to use it. The only way
is the laboratory diagnosis by experts in the
field of honey and to trust the trademarks ap-
proved by the Food and Drug Organization,
the Standard Organization and the Veterinary
Organization of the country.

o Considering the points you mentioned,
what is your assessment of the state of hon-
ey production in the country? How efficient
are the methods used for production?

According to the statistics of the Ministry
of Agriculture Jihad in 2019, Iran ranks third
to fourth in the world in terms of honey pro-
duction. In addition, about 115,000 tons of
honey are produced annually in the country
and about 138,000 people are employed in
this industry. This causes a very high turn-
over in this field. In Iran, due to the existence
of approximately eight to nine thousand plant
species, and diverse cold, tropical and tem-
perate plant communities, there is a very
great potential to produce high quality hon-
eys with high nutritional value and high pro-

duction. But there are also problems in this
field. Firstly, honey is not produced accord-
ing to health and quality standards in many
cases. Honey is also not analyzed comprehen-
sively and side by side. You know that in all
over the world, honey is evaluated through
five to six main components. The so-called
physico-chemical components, evaluate hon-
ey in terms of chemical characteristics such
as acidity, electrical conductivity, the amount
of solid and suspended substances, and the
amount of sucrose, proline, diastase, etc. Oth-
er existing evaluations analyze phytochemical
compounds (plant chemistry). Based on this,
any chemical that is present in flower nec-
tar is also reflected in honey, and by track-
ing these substances, the type of honey can be
recognized. The next Analysis is pollinology
that we have used for the first time on an in-
dustrial scale in the country using an electron
microscope. This analysis is effective in de-
termining the plant origin and geographical
origin of honey. Another type is the analysis
of the absence of toxins, chemical inputs and
antibiotics, which again evaluates honey in
terms of health and organicity. Another type
of analysis is organoleptic evaluation, which
evaluates honey in terms of smell, taste, tex-
ture, and color. Microbiological analysis also
evaluates the health of honey in terms of
pathogenic microorganisms. If these analyzes
are done together, we can be sure that a hon-
ey is fully evaluated, but if we use only one
or two analyzes, there will be a possibility of
fraud due to evaluation defects. Therefore,
performing these analyzes together makes
you able to distinguish real honey from fake
one and rate the honey. The rating system
that we have designed for honey for the first
time in the country allows the price of each
honey to be determined based on quality and
all honeys of the same quality are sold at very
close prices. Therefore, when a honey gets a
premium rating, it should be offered at the
same price in all parts of Iran. The result of
the rating will be to improve consumer con-
fidence, increase demand, reduce fraud, cre-
ate national trademarks, promote exports and
boost national production.
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e During your discussion, you talked
about the potential of our country in honey
production. In your opinion, to what extent
has this potential been used optimally? Are
there any solutions for maximum and opti-
mal use of this potential?

Iran has a high potential for honey produc-
tion based on scientific documents and nu-
merous climatological and botanical studies.
While, in the winter, the beekeepers in the
central and cold regions of the country are
preparing to protect the bees, honey is being
harvested in the south of the country. In sum-
mer, thyme honey is harvested in one part of
the country, while barberry honey is harvest-
ed in another. We have about 55 to 60 types
of honey in Iran. Gavan, thyme, Konar, and
Citrus honeys are among the most prominent
single-flower honeys (in which the nectar
of one flower predominates the honey), and
40-herb pasture, mountain and plain honeys
have different proportions of various nectars.
All these cases show the high potential of Iran
in this field. Of course, beekeeping in many
parts of the world is based on new and mod-
ern methods. The use of efficient bee breeds,
recognition of suitable habitats for bee breed-
ing based on ecological principles, compli-
ance with the principles of carrying capac-
ity of pastures for honey production, use of
suitable queens in beehives, proper training
for beekeepers and the absence of chemical
inputs all provide an opportunity for us to
have natural honeys. According to scientific
evidence, bees are considered one of the most
important factors of natural pollinators, in
such a way that in the absence of these valu-
able insects, human food security is endan-
gered all over the world due to the reduction
of plant production. In many countries of the
world, there are contracts between farmers,
gardeners and beekeepers. For example, in
European and American countries, beekeep-
ers settle next to apple, pear or rapeseed gar-
dens to produce quality honeys. The gardener
pays the beekeeper a large sum of money so
that the bees feed on the nectar of the flower
and pollinate, thereby increasing the produc-
tion of the garden between three and twelve
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times. On the other hand, the beekeeper pro-
duces pure single-flower honey. These condi-
tions are less available in our country. If this
situation improves, the production of higher
quality honey will flourish in the country.

o How are the tools and methods of hon-
ey production in our country compared to
advanced countries in this field? Have we
been able to take advantage of new technol-
ogies in Iran?

These technologies have been used in many
cases. Beekeeping training in Iran is carried
out by the Ministry of Agriculture Jihad and
the Veterinary Organization, but like any
other industry, it needs to be upgraded and
updated. According to official statistics, out
of natural honeys of the country, about thir-
ty to forty percent can be exported. There
are problems with regard to export, which is
one of the infrastructures for the expansion
of beekeeping. First, the analyzes are not all
performed in a unified manner. This was re-
alized in Shahid Beheshti University for the
first time by establishing a knowledge-based
company (Arman Shahd Arian Company)
and is being implemented. Another problem
is that the country’s honeys are not rated, and
this issue brings some problems for export. In
order to grow export, we need to provide in-
frastructure. Today, according to the official
report of the Ministry of Agriculture Jihad,
the amount of honey exports to many Eu-
ropean countries has reached zero, because
such analyzes have not been carried out and
there is no proper monitoring. There are no
suitable and high-quality packaging tools for
honey export, and on the other hand, there
is no national trademark for the production
of national honey in the country. The nation-
al trademark can help to make Iranian hon-
ey known in the world. Many of our honeys
are bought in bulk and are sold in the Persian
Gulf countries in the form of other brands
with a price of about a hundred times higher,
without the name of Iran, while these profits
can be given to the Iranian farmers and bee-
keepers.
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Dr. Haghjou: If students realize they will face difficulty

of production, they won’t opt for practical projects!

Dr. Mohammadreza Haghjou in a conversation with
Public Relations Office:

If students realize that in addition to the difficulty
of courses, they will face the difficulty of production,
they will not be willing to choose practical projects!

Dr. Haghjou is an assistant professor at the Depart-
ment of Applied Design in the Faculty of Mechani-
cal and Energy Engineering at Shahid Beheshti Uni-
versity. This young faculty member, who has a study
background in South Korea, is an expert in robotics
and artificial intelligence. Here is part of our inter-
view with him:

« Regarding your expertise in robotics, what is your
assessment of the current state of this knowledge in
Iran?

Today, a lot of investment has been made in ro-
botic products in the world, and the market of these
products is growing rapidly. However, in Iran, we
are lagging behind other countries in this regard. Of
course, we are currently consumers of robotic prod-
ucts from other countries, but we have not gone to-
wards production and investment as we should. For
example, robotic vacuum cleaners are very popular in
the world and can be seen in Iranian markets as well.
In the future we might come to the conclusion that it
was wrong to turn on the vacuum cleaner and drag it
from one room to another with great effort and en-
ergy consumption when a robotic vacuum cleaner
could be set to clean the whole house even when we
are not present or taking a night’s rest, and goes back
on the charging station itself. Such a vacuum cleaner
can easily recognize tables and chairs and even sweep
under the sofa. Or, for example, consider self-driving
cars, which may become commonplace in developed
countries within the next twenty years. The world is
strongly moving in this direction. When you look at
the statistics, you can see that the robotic products
market is expanding day by day, but in Iran, we still
have a lot of work to do and more investments should
be made, especially considering the potential we have
in terms of educated and academic human resources.

o Do the prerequisites needed to improve the

robotics situation in Iran already exist or is this
potential only limited to human resources? Aren’t
there other factors involved, the lack of which has
caused the current situation?

In my opinion, we are in a period of transition and
we have to move from an oil-dependent economy to
a non-oil-dependent economy. This economy can be
based on industrial products and export of technolo-
gy products. The more we grow in this field, the more
our robotic and technological requirements will in-
crease. For example, if we want to offer products that
can compete with the world in the same automobile
factories, we should move towards robotic and auto-
mation products that both increase accuracy and in-
crease production speed, and thus increase the qual-
ity of products and reduce the finished price. In this
way, we can export products competitively. These re-
quirements will increase as our industry grows, and
for that reason, I believe the potential is there, but it
needs investment to be realized.

« You have studied in South Korea for almost
two years. Why did you choose this country? Is it
because this country is a leader in robotics?

There were many reasons, but one of the most im-
portant reasons was that South Korea is one of the
top eight industrialized countries in the world that is
heavily investing in various industrial fields. Big bud-
gets and funds are spent in this direction. Of course,
South Korea also earns the desired income and with
this right investment, it has grown its economy. My
PhD thesis was on humanoid robots that are used
in rehabilitation of patients with walking problems,
and South Korea has also made a good investment in
this field. I was attracted to their projects. Especially,
nowadays in industrialized countries, the rehabilita-
tion robotics sector has grown due to the aging of the
population. You know that industrial societies are ag-
ing. Our country will also lose its young population
in the coming years, and in the meantime, traditional
rehabilitation methods will not work, and that's why
countries like South Korea and Japan have turned to
invest in robotic rehabilitation.

 Your other specialty is artificial intelligence.
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Predictions are usually made about the future of
mankind, which will change a lot due to the emer-
gence of such technologies. Sometimes even ex-
aggerations are added, and people consider not
only the analyses, but also their hopes and dreams.
what is your idea about this? How serious are these
technologies? How is the current situation of Iran
in the world?

Usually, when talking about artificial intelligence
(AI), it is referred to as the fourth industrial revolu-
tion. In the first industrial revolution, human manu-
al work was replaced by machines, and supposedly
heavy industrial machines did the work that humans
were unable to do. But in the fourth industrial revolu-
tion, the mental tasks of humans are also performed
by machines, and the machine itself makes decisions,
plans and moves the work forward. In my opinion,
until we have a tangible economic and political out-
put in this area, its importance will not be clear for us.
The factis that advanced countries have seen and tast-
ed the output of this technology and making money
from this field. They understand what's going on and
that's why theyre investing heavily in this area. That
is why journals, conferences, new disciplines and
many academic works in this field are being pursued
in these countries. Consider the example of the ro-
botic vacuum cleaner. This product works with ar-
tificial intelligence. The robot itself decides how to
move to sweep the whole house, avoid hitting tables
and chairs, update the map, sweep the house in less
time the next time, and finally moves back to its ini-
tial charging position, when it’s free of charge. When
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you look at the sales growth of this product on the
Amazon site, you will realize that from around 2006
when the first robotic vacuum cleaner was produced
until today, it has grown rapidly all over the world.
Once when I was reading customer reviews for this
product, I noticed someone’s comment: “This is the
best thing I have ever bought in my life because I al-
ways had a problem with pet hair on the floor when
I walked in the house... but now every time [ walk in
the house, the house is clean.” There are many such
issues that can be tackled by artificial intelligence.
Even in our country, the issue of currency price man-
agement can be adjusted with these technologies.
Currency price management depends on many fac-
tors and there is a lot of data about it. If this data is
entrusted to the mind of the machine, it may be able
to control it much better and more effectively than
the human mind. For this reason, I think there is not
much exaggeration. Today, we see that Samsung has
announced that it has made AT one of its three re-

search priorities for the next ten years. When I was
in Korea, I saw that there were weekly and monthly
conferences and newsletters about artificial intelli-
gence. In the world, the discussion is really serious
and there have been very visible growth and changes,
but in Iran, there are perhaps more talks about this
field than actions. We talk a lot about it in the uni-
versity, but its systematic use in our curriculum and
work system is not observed yet.
